Garden Groupies and Flower Fanatics Needed

and I have been tending to lib fashion.  It’s early summer and everything in the  
Memorial Garden is thriving, especially some pretty hearty weeds.  In fact there are 
weeds popping the up all around the church property but comparatively  few flowers. 
 
 I would like to form a Garden Group to properly care for existing plantings , expand 
the variety of plants,  refresh/replace fading shrubs and create a cutting garden.  Extra 
hands willing to help are needed to make this a reality .    Ladies, Gents, kids, all  
welcome and needed! 
 
For several years I have been wanting to plant a “cutting garden” to provide fresh  
flowers for the  Altar Guild  to use in the sanctuary and add to the beauty of our  
property.
