Christ Church Capital Campaign

Dear Parish Member,

Over the past few years Christ Church as undergome wonderful changes. Thanks

to the generosity of the Gustine Family and our @amntributions, in 2005 the interior of our

church underwent a much needed major interior ratav. Then again with your help in 2007

we had the exterior of the church painted.
In the past few months members of our PropertynTieave noticed roofing shingles ¢
the grounds of the church perimeter. After checlkiagk in our old records we realized that

roof on the church building, and the house havehadta new roofs since 1986. We are pretty

much at the end of the life cycle of these shinglésur Vestry decided it was time to reroof
both buildings to prevent any damage from occurtingur beautiful church ceiling and to ot

rental property. After careful consideration we édaelected Morrissey Construction LLC from

Glastonbury. Stripping and reroofing both building# cost a little over $21,000.

It has always been our hope to finish the lagt efehe interior renovation of the church

with painting. We revisited the estimate giveriru@007 by Dennis Lachase, the contractor
who painted the church exterior. Dennis agreedaodsby his 2007 estimate of painting the
entire interior at a cost of $4100. For an addaidb5000, he would paint the exterior of the

house, the trim on the Parish Hall and the sheolur Yestry is very pleased with the estimates
and voted to complete all of these major projedise estimates are fair and reasonable; how-

ever, they do exceed what we currently have inpooperty budget. A capital campaign simi
to the one that allowed us to renovate the chugctecessary. The Episcopal Diocese of Co

lar
n_

necticut is able to provide us with a low interesin for funds that we are not able to raise our-

selves. If it becomes necessary to ask the Didoesessistance, we will need to call a spec
parish meeting for your approval. This may defa¢ompletion of the projects which we h
hoped to complete before the fall.

As you know, it is our own responsibility to maiit our real estate. It is the hope of
the Vestry that, through our own generosity, we kel able to fund these major projects wit
very little, if any, help from the Diocese. ltjisst one more way to congratulate ourselves &

Reverend lan T. Douglas was ordained and corteeces Connecticut's T3Bishop on
April 17" at Trinity College’s Koeppel Community Sports Gamt He is succeeding Bishop
Andrew Smith. The ceremony was attended by Bisliapm Connecticut and all over the
country, priests and parishioners. Members ofchioir Bev Costello, Linda Napoletano and
Willie and Betty Fuqua were part of the 175 persbair.

Bishop Douglas is coming to us from Cambridge, Mabkssetts. As part of his religious
service, he was a missionary in the Diocese ofiHaipressively, he read in Haitian Creole
during Communion!

The diversity of Episcopalians was also acknowledgemany different fabric panels behind
the altar and by having readings and prayers ngtinrEnglish, but also in Haitian Creole,
South African and Spanish.

The inspirational sermon was delivered by The MResterend Desmond Tutu, Archbishop
Emeritus from Cape Town, South Africa.

This is
radical. Bin Laden, George Bush, Sarah Palithaty Clinton, gay, lesbian,
so-called straight ... Muslim, Christian, HindBuddhist. You really can’t imagine
God saying to the Dalai Lama, ‘Gee, man, yollye@ae something else.

What a shame you're not a Christian.” “

The ceremony lasted nearly 3 hours, beginning apinocession full of pomp and incense!

The service included “The Examination” in whichtiesnials were read about The Bishop-
elect as to his calling , and questioning by theskiing Bishop Rev. Katharine Jefferts Schari.
An extremely moving part of the ceremony was whenrtumerous Bishops circled the kneel-
ing Bishop Douglas and lay their hands on him, i§jgmg the unbroken line of bishops stretch-
ing back to Jesus’ apostles. Bishop Douglas’slfapnesented him with the vestments of his
new office.

As the choir sang the dismissal piece, “We Are Marg in the Light of God”, accompanied
by the St. Luke’s Steel Drum Band of New Haven, wedched Bishop Tutu (and many oth:
