We recently received an update from Hope Lennar
the founder and director of the Friends of
St. Vincent's.

According to Father Leon, the Director of

St. Vincent's, of the 150 boarding students, forty
children are living in tents on the grounds of arfer
seminary near Montrouis near the sea. About half
the children went home to be with their parents an
the rest are in Les Cayes with a former volunteer
worker. The school also served about 200 day sta
in Port au Prince. They are hoping to rebuild the
school in Port au Prince and are waiting on the
decisions by engineers. Fortunately, a lot of thiédb
ing is still standing but it was stripped of albfhy of-
fice equipment, medical supplies, and medical
equipment during the desperate days following the
gquake.
